Uniform 

▪ Shirt sleeves must be worn below the elbow  
▪ Skirt must cover the knees when sitting  
▪ Cross-tie  
▪ Black school shoes / dress shoes   
▪ Navy (solid colour) knee-high socks or navy / black opaque tights

Jumper /   
jacket 

▪ V-neck jumper / sweater  
▪ Puffer coat (blue / black) may be worn when playing 

outside or  travelling to / from school; not permitted in 
classrooms

▪ Year 12 are permitted to wear “Year 12 Jersey” (must be 
buttoned)

Cap  ▪ For outdoor play, “No Cap – No Play”  ✓ 
 

Blazer / 
soft  ‘shell’ 
jacket 

▪ Worn on Thursday at the start of the day and Assembly (includes 
special  assemblies, guest speakers – mandatory events will be 
communicated  with the girls in advance.)

Sports attire ▪ KTC sports skirt must cover the knees when sitting  
▪ KTC school shirt must be worn below the elbow  
▪ Sneakers / joggers (sports shoes, any)  
▪ Navy / black leggings (plain, no patterns)

Accessories ▪ Plain wristwatch  
▪ Ears: one (1) plain, metallic (no pattern), small sleeper or stud in 

each  ear lobe  
▪ NOT PERMITTED: bracelets, rings, make-up, nail polish, 

necklaces, dyed  or streaked hair, nose piercings or after-lobe 
jewellery/accessory 

✓  ✓ 

Hair ▪ Hair of sufficient length must be completely tied up in a pony-
tail  (preferably blue or white accessories; hair that reaches the 
shoulder or  shorter [that cannot be put up in a full ponytail] is 
the only exception;  i.e. no ‘half-up / half-down’).
